Gentlemen: 

I present herewith in accordance with the provisions of Section 3 

of Chapter 486 of the Acts of 1909 as amended, the operating budget of 

the City, County, and Income Departments for the fiscal year 1973-74, 

which extends from January 1, 1973 through June 30, 1974 as required 

by the provisions of Chapter 849 of the Acts of 1969 as amended. 

CITY AND COUNTY BUDGETS 

On January 4, 1973 I presented to your Honorable Body in my annual 

State of the City Address a 10 point program which committed the City 

administration to an all-out effort at fiscal reform. This program 
was designed to combat the spiraling tax rate which the State has re- 
fused to help us correct, and to grant tax relief without jeopardizing 

Cityaservices. 

The City and County budgets contained within this document accom- 

plish seven of the 10 points described in my State of the City Address, 

while action has been initiated to accomplish the remaining three 

points. 

1. The City budget has been reduced by $5,404,822 from a 1972 
appropriation of $235,783,375 to a 1973 budget of $230,378,553. 

2. The County budget has been reduced by $315,358 from a 1972 

appropriation of $20,200,436 to a 1973 budget of $19,885,078. This in- 

cludes the elimination of a budget for the Chelsea District Court as of 

ADs Us bh s 

3. The Department of Civil Defense is eliminated as of April l, 

19.73% 

4. The budget of the Health and Hospitals Department has been re- 

duced by $3,585,301 from a 1972 appropriation of $59,598,299 to a 1973 
budget of $56,012,998. This will enable the City to reduce the subsidy 
to the Hospital Department to $10,000,000. 

5. The Mayor's Office budget has been reduced by $50,689.

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6. The budget of the Boston Redevelopment Authority has been re- 
duced by $100,068 from a 1972 appropriation of $1,101, 068) tocavtors 
budget of $1,001,000. 

7. The budget of the Police Department provides for the elimin- 
ation of the Division of Harbor Patrol and the redeployment of the 
personnel who make up the Harbor Patrol. 

In reference to the remaining three points, I will shortly submit 
to your Honorable Body a recommended appropriation for the School Com- 
mittee which will be solely for the purpose of extending the School 
Committee's minimum statutory appropriating power for the final six 
months of the 18-month budget. Secondly, we are currently reviewing 
reports of our management consultant to determine where reductions will 
be made in the number of employees on the City payroll. Finally, we 
have served notice that unless the State assumes its responsibility for 
operation of our penal institutions, we will close the Deer Island 
House of Correction to newly committed prisoners on January 1, 1974, 
gaeecne? Charles Street Jail on January 1, 1975. 

As. I stated earlier, the program described above is not meant to 
be punitive, arbitrary, or unreasonable. It is rather a program de- 
Signed to do what the City Administration has to do to maintain the 
livability of the city, and to keep the tax rate down so that Boston 
can live, grow, and be what a city should be. 

To accomplish these purposes the City and County budgets have 
been cut to the bone, and I urgently request your Honorable Body to 
avoid jeopardizing vital City services by attempting to make further 
reductions in these budgets. 

I ask instead that your Honorable Body give me your full assist- 
ance, support, and cooperation in our efforts to see that the State 
government assumes its responsibilities to relieve the City of Boston 
Ot tts intolerable property tax burden. 

INCOME DEPARTMENTS 

The Income Departments' budgets increased by $401,748 from 
Dee so0,291 in 1972 to,$10,188,039.in/1973. This increase) will hegean: 
anced from the increased income of the departments. 

You will note that all budgets are presented for calendar 1973 so 
that 12 months comparisons to calendar 1972 can be made for purposes 
of evaluation. Each budget is then extended for six months on special 
forms to arrive at the recommended 18 month appropriation.

The Mayor's Office of Public Service (OPS) is dedicated to serving the city's neighbor- 

hoods by increasing citizen accessibility to city government and its services. Consistent 
with this goal, the Little City Hall program is accountable for: 

-providing direct services and information; 

-improving city response to citizen needs and complaints; 

-improving service delivery through local coordination and 
proposals for departmental change; and 

~encouraging citizen involvement and serving as a catalyst 
and advocate for neighborhood concerns. 

More citizens use Little City Halls than ever before. Over 550,000 requests for 
service were handled in foscal '72, averaging 10,632 requests per week (a 21% increase 
over the 1971 weekly average of 8,222). 

In addition, each Little City Hall has more services to deliver--expanded consumer 
assistance, voter registration, IRS tax services, Theft Guard engraving, emergency 
housing assistance, and rent control assistance have been implemented over the past 
year. Boston's Little City Hall program continues to be in the national forefront as 
a model program for improving city service delivery. 

The requested budget for the coming year reflects no increase in staff size. OPS 
will concentrate on improving the quality and efficiency of service delivery mechanisms. 
Emphasis will also be placed on providing more services and information to Boston's 
neighborhoods.

The Mayor's Committee presently supports its internal administration costs 
through a planning grant funded by the federal Law Enforcement Assistance 
Administration through the Governor's Public Safety Committee and an 
appropriation of $68,832.00 of City funds for calendar year 1972. 

The administrative staff performs the functions of payroll preparation, 
invoicing and bookkeeping, contract management and grant management, 
budgeting and administrative technical assistance to sub-grantees, 
including city departments, and contractors. 

Continuation of this city appropriation will allow the Mayor's Committee 
to avoid making overhead charges on law enforcement projects during the 
calendar year 1973.

The Rent Control Administration is a new agency created to administer the rent and eviction control program provided 
by Chapter 842 of the Acts of 1970 as accepted by the City of Boston and Chapter 19 of the Ordinances of 1972, both 
of which became effective January 1, 1973.

The functions performed by the Rent Control Administration include: 
Establishing the maximum rent for rent controlled units. 
Registration of rent-controlled units. 
Adjustment of the maximum rent for rent-controlled units as necessary to maintain rents at levels that yield 
a fair net operating income. 
Deciding applications for certificate of eviction filed by landlords seeking to recover possession of 
rent-controlled units. 
Bringing civil actions to recover rent paid in excess of the lawful maximum rent. 
Prosecution of violations of the rent control law, ordinance and regulations. 

The Rent Control Administration also conducts all hearings and investigations required or authorized by law in 
‘performing the above functions.

The Housing Inspection Department is responsible for those activities which are primarily designed to make 
and keep all places of human habitation fit for such habitation. It enforces statutory laws, ordinances, and 
regulations dealing with minimum standards of fitness for human habitation, housing, and sanitation standards 
for farm labor camps and requirements for the disposal of sanitary sewage in unsewered areas. The Department 
also receives all complaints of violations, in and about places of human habitation, of any and all statutes, 
ordinances, rules and regulations enacted for the preservation of health and safety in or about places of 
human habitation. The Department inspects all lodging houses, dormitories, and fraternity houses in-so-far 
as health and safety requirements are concerned prior to licensing by the Boston Licensing Board. The 
Department also conducts a mosquito control program and a city-wide rodent control program. 

The Department administers a Concentrated Code Enforcement Program under a grant awarded by the Department 
of Housing and Urban Development and administers the Certified Area Program under a letter of agreement signed 
between the Department and the Model City Agency.

The Board of Examiners in the Building Department acts upon the applications of persons desiring to be licensed 

as construction superintendents in the work of erection, alteration, moving, shoring and taking down of buildings 

and structures in the City of Boston. 

In 1972, between January 1 and October 1 - 200 applications were heard. In the same period 1,844 renewals were 

issued, and 156 re-issues were approved. Also 167 new licenses were issued. 

Current licenses number 2167. 

Each application must be certified and verified for accuracy of statements and references. Applicant then 

appears before the Board for his oral examination, based on the Boston Building Code, and practical questions and 

experience concerning the type license for which he applies. 

Hearings are held on complaints filed by the Bosbon Building Commissioner against builders who violate building 

regulations in performing work. All records of the above are transcribed for the minutes of the Board. 

Waivers for building repairs come before the Board and are recorded. Fees are collected on all renewal and 

new licenses.

The Commission was established by the General Court of the Commonwealth to 
“promote the educational, cultural, economic and general welfare of the general 
public through the preservation of the Historic Beacon Hill District, and to main- 
tain said District as a landmark in the history of architecture and as a tangible 
reminder of old Boston as it existed in the early days of the Commonwealth". 

The Historic District includes the area bounded by Beacon Street, Enbankment 
Road, Cambridge Street, and Bowdoin Street, exempting the State House and grounds, 
the property of Suffolk University on Derne, Hancock and Temple Streets and also 
River House. The line at Cambridge Street was set at a point 40' parallel and 
distant from the street line. The Harrison Grey Otis House, the West Church on 
Cambridge Street and the properties numbered 2 through 16 on Lynde Street are also 
in the Historic District. 

In 1968 the General Court enlarged the Historic Distric to include areas on 
Park, Beacon and Tremont Streets.

The Sanitary Division is responsible for the collection and disposal of all solid wastes 
generated in households and business establishments within the City and providing other 
services related to environmental sanitation including the cleaning of vacant lots and alleys, 
the removal of abandoned vehicles, and the servicing of litter baskets. 

The refuse and garbage is collected under contract and the performance of this work is 
supervised by 34 employees. The other related services are provided by 88 employees; 112 
men are employed at the municipal incinerator; and the sanitary landfill is operated by 10 
men; making a total (including an administrative and clerical force of 8) of 252 employees. 

STATEMENT OF GOALS 

The Division's goal is the protection of public health, the provision of an aesthetic 
environment, and the improvement of community sanitation conditions by the efficient and 
economical collection and disposal of all solid wastes produced in the City.

The Noise Control Program of the Commission is directed toward enforcement of its current regulations, 
development of additional regulations as needed, seeking abatement of aircraft noise, the conduct of 
noise surveys, and public education. Necessary measuring equipment has been obtained and personnel 
are trained in its use. The Commission also reviews plans, programs, and proposals of State and 
Federal agencies. The activities of the Mass. Port Authority are monitored. 

Engineers respond to all complaints, and provide advice and assistance to operators of noise sources. 
The Commission lacks sufficient staff to undertake routine observations for determining compliance 
with regulations. 

STATEMENT OF GOALS 

In 1973 the Commission plans to adopt noise regulations for construction activities, establish a 

baseline survey of noise levels in typical locations in Boston, revise its equipment noise regulations, 

and complete a study of the impact of aircraft noise on schools. In addition, the Commission will 

continue to work for abatement of aircraft and MBTA noise, and to continue to respond to complaints. 
It is planned to incorporate anti-noise specifications in City purchase and contract specifications.

BUDGET COMMENTS 

General increases in the costs of services provided for recipients of Veterans’ Benefits necessitate the increased 
budget request for this department. The economic situation, unemployment, and other factors have increased 
the case load each year, 

Personnel costs are higher due to the union contract and step rates are correspondingly higher. Overtime in- 
creased due to the higher pay scales and the greater case load requiring the Finance Division to work additional 
hours to keep records current and provide the Auditors with correct information for issuance of recipients! checks. 
Overtime is also necessary for Finance Division and other personnel to keep the State accounts up to date each 
month since the City of Boston is reimbursed 50% of the expenditures in the "45" Aid to Veterans! item. 

Transportation costs for Investigators will be higher since the union contract calls for an increase to 11¢ a mile 
in September of 1972 and another increase to 12¢ a mile in September of 1973, Other increases in other 
categories are necessary due to higher costs in equipment and supplies. The greater case load necessitated 
greater needs in equipment such as adding machines and typewriters. The typewriters have replaced models 
too old to be usable.

BUDGET COMMENTS 

The Conservation Commission is directed by law tp promote 
and develop the natural resources of the City, to keep an index of 
open areas, marshes and wetlands, and to prepare a comprehensive 
passive recreation and conservation plan. The latter will be completed 
in 1973 in cooperation with the Planning Department. The Commission 
works to increase the quality and quantity of open space and public 
access to it, promotes environmental awareness and beautification of 
neighborhoods. 

By ordinance reviews all Public Facilities transfers of 
lands, and reviews all Public Inprovement Commission lay outs, 
relocation or widening of public ways. 

The Commission helps review and prepare environmental impact 
statements regarding the Harbor, Harbor Islands. 

Under revised Chapter 131, Section 40 (combining Jones and 
Hatch Acts), the Conservation Commission is the licensing authority 
for applications to fill, dredge or alter coastal or inland wetlands. 
After hearings, it may issue Orders of Conditions if it determines 
that the area is significant to ground water supply, flood control, 
storm damage or pollution prevention, or for protection of land contain ing 
shellfish beds. 

With city staff and consulting assistance, the Commission 
is securing gifts and other conservation interests in properties in 
Boston, for which matching private, state and federal aids are available, 
to carry out the Charles-to-Charles green space conservation project, 
published in February 1972.

Since 1960 the BRA has been responsible for the work of the old City Planning Board and for the 
execution of federally-assisted Title I Urban Renewal projects (See Mass, Gen. Laws, Ch. 121A/Ch, 652 
Acts 1960), 

The activities of the BRA are grouped into five program elements: 

PLANNING - being comprised of the planning, research, housing, transportation, city services and 
neighborhood development components, 

DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE AND URBAN DESIGN - offering a wide variety of necessary architectural, technical, 

and design services for projects involving new construction, rehabilitation and redesign of strategically 
important areas of the city. 

ZONING - comprises the staff devoting full time to the processing of applications for variances to the 
city's zoning resolution and for the final processings of applications for "planned development districts" 

approved by the planning and design staff, 

MAPPING & CARTOGRAPHY - provides a service to other city departments and to other BRA sections, 

ADMINISTRATION - includes the salaries of the Director and his staff, of the members of the Board, and 

of department-wide functionaries (personnel, legal and contract administration, etc.), plus the cost of 
rent, utilities, etc, 

The staffs of urban renewal projects, (such as project directors, relocation and rehabilitation 
specialists, engineers, maintenance men, real property negotiators, etc.) are paid directly out of 
federal funds and do not appear in this city budget request. Note should be made of the fact that a 

portion of the salaries of BRA personnel who devote part of their time to urban renewal projects is 
allocated to the federal portion of the total BRA budget,

Associate Justices who are paid by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. In Suffolk 

County the Court sits daily in seven or eight Criminal Sessions, nine to ten civil 
jury sessions, three civil without jury sessions, one motion session and one 
assignment session. With the appointment of new Justices because of the now 

mandatory 70 retirement age it is anticipated that there will be a marked increase 
in the number of sessions conducted in Suffolk County. 

The expense of providing stenographie and messenger service, plus secretarial 

assistance for the Suffolk County session of the Court, equipment and supplies necessary 
thereto, are borne by the City of Boston.

The Clerk of Court is an elected County official, elected for a term of six years under the provisions 
of M.G.L.A. Chapter 221, Sec. 3. The office of Clerk is a ‘Ministerial Office’ and the Clerk is subject to the 
direction of the Court in the administration of his duties. The Clerk's duties are established by Statute - M.G.L.A. 
Chapter 221, Sections 2, 14, and 16, and are as follows: - To attend all sessions of the Court; To preserve and 
have the care and custody of all papers, books and records, which pertain to or are filed or deposited therein; 
and record their proceedings; To direct, supervise and keep an index and docket record of all petitions, complaints 
and other legal processes presented to the Court; to make copies of all papers on file in Court and of the docket 
record thereof, if desired, and to certify them under the seal of the Court; to issue Writs and other processes as 
the Court orders and charge the fees provided by law; to annually, before the last Wednesday of December, account 
with and pay over to the State Treasurer all fees received by him; to advise counsel, litigants and the general 
public, interpret the Rules of Court and Statutes; and to summon jurors. 

Approximately 13,000 cases are entered annually; 20,000 Motions Heard; 5,000 cases Remanded to 
Municipal or District Courts; 200,000 Law and Equity docket entries recorded.

Since 1866 the Municipal Court of the City of Boston has heard all criminal matters 
arising in and within the original district of the previously constituted Boston 
Police Court, its jurisdiction being included in the area contained within a line 
commencing at the western end of the South Cove, thence running along Northampton 
Street to Columbus Avenue, to Massachusetts Avenue, to the Charles River, and 
following the line of the river to Boston Harbor, and thence along the waterfront 
to the South Cove. Chapter 697, Acts of 1966, provides for 12-man Jury Sessions 
in the Municipal Court of the City of Boston, to hear appeals of defendants in 
criminal misdemeanor cases from any district court of Suffolk County, or the 
Municipal Court of the City of Boston. 

Its' civil jurisdiction embraces all of Suffolk County. It is presided over by 
nine (9) standing justices whose work is supplemented by three (3) Special Justices, 
as well as outside Special Justices as the work load requires, 

Its' administrative affairs are divided between the Justices Division; Criminal 
Clerk's Office; Civil Clerk's Office, and the Probation Department,

BUDGET COMMENTS 
The Court Officers open and attend civil, criminal, grand jury and other sessions of the 
Superior Court in Suffolk County. They maintain order, decorum and security of court- 
rooms and safety of its participants; security and privacy of judges, jurors and de- 
tained defendants. 

They are responsible for committment of prisoners throughout the Commonwealth, serve 
Summonses and citations, keep an accurate accounting of expenses incurred when juries 
are ordered locked up by the Court and at various times are called upon to assist with 
security at the Charles Street Jail, the Appelate Court and the Supreme Judicial Court. 
They attend special functions at City, State and County level as aides to the Superior 
Court Judges. 

Two additional matrons are requested because the two that are presently employed are solely 
responsible for the guarding of female inmates both in the lock-up area and the courtrooms 
as well as being available to accompany juries when they are locked-up by order of the Court. 
Two matrons are not able to handle the work load alone and the additional two would enable 
the courts to be adequately manned. 

At the present time there isn't a nurse on the staff at the courthouse, When any problems 
develop a nurse must be summoned from the Suffolk County Jail, thus, especially when there 
is an emergency, a significant time element is involved. The nurse could serve also in 
the capacity as a matron for attendance in the court and be available in any emergency 
within the courthouse, 

There has been evidence of sufficient clerical work to warrant a principal clerk in the 
Court Officers' Division. Said clerk would be able to keep accurate records of increases, 
collective bargaining agreements and step raises for the Court Officers. There is con- 
.Stant paper work being done in this division and a clerk would enable the division to 
operate efficiently and release the officers to the courts.

The Municipal Court of the South Boston District is a Municipal Court within the City of Boston and is a 

court of record and is of Superior and general jurisdiction with reference to all cases and matters within the 

court jurisdiction. The jurisdiction of the Court is set out in the General Laws and includes all of the South 

Boston area and some parts of down-town Boston and Dorchester with concurrent jurisdiction over the waters and 

islands of Boston Harbor. The Court has original jurisdiction of all violations of the by-laws, orders, ordinances, 

rules and regulations made by Cities and public officers, all misdemeanors, all felonies punishable by imprisonment 

for not more than five years and some felonies with a greater sentence. We have concurrent jurisdiction with the 

Superior Court on Civil matters. 

Our request for appropriations is in the main to provide monies for personnel services which are determined 

by action of the State Legislature, Mayor and Council, and collective bargaining agreements resulting from contracts 

with unions representing Court Officers and Clerical assistants. The balance is for recurring costs for telephone, 

rented equipment, maintenance of equipment, transportation of persons, supplements to law books, uniforms and 

supplies and materials, all necessary and essential for the normal operation of the Court.

The Medical Examiner of the South District of Suffolk County is responsible 
for the investigation of all unexplained deaths, deaths arriving dead on arrival at 
the hospital, deaths occurring within 24 hours after admission to a hospital, all 
violent or question of violent deaths of all types (homicides, suicides or accidental, 
all deaths related to any type of drugs (heroin, etc.), or thought to be related to 
employment (Industrial Accident Board Reference) and all deaths due to virulent 
contagious diseases or any death having to do with the general public protection and 
interest. The Medical Examiner is required to give the necessary information to the 
next-of-kin and insurance companies by letters or consultation. In carrying out these 
duties it is necessary to: 

Maintain an office with trained personnel. 
To conduct autopsies when necessary to ascertain a cause of death. 
To have carried out, toxicological, bacteriological, histological 
procedures to aid in ascertaining the cause of death. 

- To provide the District Attorney's Office, police and defense attorneys 
with information as well as deriving information from them. 

5. To provide the necessary services to the various city agencies, handling 
deaths, i.e., registry of deaths and health department. 

6. To transport bodies to the mortuary and release them to undertakers or 
instigate burial of the body by the Health Department. 

7. To take charge of and release the property of the deceased to the next- 
of-kin or instigate action by independent lawyers or the public 
administrator. 

8. To convey the necessary information concerning the cause of death to 
the physician attending the deceased prior to death and consult with 
him on problems relating to Forensic Science. 

9. Whenever necessary, to consult as an expert in Forensic Science with 
other Medical Examiners throughout the state on problems. 

The Medical Examiner, as the result of the above investigation, is required 
to give expert testimony in the necessary courts, i.e., lower court, grand jury, 
superior court, etc., and hearings (Industrial Accident Boards, etc.), depositions and 
inquests which are ordered by the Medical Examiner.

The Water Service of the Public Works Department is responsible for the distribution within the city 
limits of water which is purchased from the Metropolitan water district. A comprehensive water supply 
system is operated, which includes approximately 1,071 miles of supply and distributing water mains, 
more than 12,779 standard fire hydrants, approximately 93,000 accounts and a high pressure fire service 
consisting of approximately 21.8 miles of pipe with approximately 427 hydrants. Meters are read and 
billings prepared quarterly and/or semi-annually for water use. Approximately 145,000,000 gallons of 
water are used daily, which represents about 53% of the volume distributed by the Metropolitan water 
district.
